○ Stage : (1st) Document Screening(twice as many; F) → (2nd) Interview(F+B+U) → (3rd, Final) Selection(F) 

  - (Document) the Foundation will evaluation application forms and the result will be informed by email (2 from each univ.) 

  - (Interview) virtual interview (zoom) w/ nterviewers(from F, B, U) (English, 9 times in total, by country) 

  - (Final Selection) total sum of 1st, 2nd Stage’s score (results to be notified to each individual applicant)
